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1. Section title, 12 pt, capital letters, bold (Style section)
1.1. Subsection, 12 pt, bold (style subsection)
The paper text should be written with 11 pt Times New Roman font with single line space (style: body text). It should not exceed 12 pages including references, figures, tables etc. New paragraphs should be identified by an indent but no extra spacing.

Enumerations should start with an indent and a dash. In case of embedded enumerations a), b), c) indicators should be used.
The mathematical formulae should be centred, its number aligned right (Style: equation). For example:
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Tables should be put in the appropriate place of the text. The name of the table should be written over it (Style: Table caption) 
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The content of the table should be written at least 10 pt font. 
1.2. Subsection (12 pt, bold)

Figures should be placed in the text electronically as the MS Word objects black and white only (Style: Figure).
The figure number and its caption should be placed below the figure, centred (Style: Figure caption).
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Figure 1. Caption of  the figure should be centred, without a stop at the end (Style: Caption)
