References should be listed at the end of the paper. Authors should ensure that every reference in the text appears in the list of references and vice versa. When the names are mentioned in the text indicate reference citations as Van der Geer, Hanraads, and Lupton [1]; and when the names are not part of the text use the number of the position in the list of references. 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2. PAPER
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An article should exceed 8 A4 size pages including references. Font size 10, Times New Roman, paragraph indentation - 1 cm, text adjusted, single line spacing. All paragraphs 2.5 cm. Text including figure, tables and equations should be sent by email to the organizers. The main text of the manuscript should be prepared as a *.doc or *.docx file. Files should be in MS Word format only.

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Equations and formulae should be typed in Microsoft Equation, centered, and numbered consecutively with Arabic numerals in parentheses on the right hand side of the page.

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All the variables and parameters should be written in Italic, both in equation and in the body of the paper.
All tables should be numbered with Arabic numerals. Headings should be placed above tables, left justified. Tables must be embedded into the text and not supplied separately. Below is an example which authors may find useful.

Lettering and symbols should be clearly defined either in the caption or in a legend provided as part of the figure.
